W hat’s a surefire way
to cheer yourself up
from the cold, dreary

outdoors? How about a bright,
sunny interior?

Interior designer Bryon Pat-
ton provides just such an anti-
dote to the winter blahs in the
one-bedroom-plus-den Lake-
shore model at Stonebrook II in
Mississauga he designed with
Sean Swayze and Ruth Lynch, all
of Bryon Patton and Associates.
Bright wasabi green, goldenrod
yellow and tangerine orange
punch up a backdrop of winter
white and oyster grey, for a fun-
in-the-sun approach that might
leave some visitors thinking it’s
summertime again.

“It’s the perfect backdrop for
those who wish to live modern
and beautifully. The spaces are
light, serene, airy and sophisti-
cated,” says Mr. Patton of the 803-
square-foot space. “We teamed
funky, sleek designs with modern
classics and traditional elements
— all with a modern twist.”

While the accents may be
vibrant, the model plays it safe
on the permanent fixtures: The
floors are dark wood, the bed-
room carpet, taupe; the kitchen

cabinets are steel grey, with
Grigio Perla granite counter-
tops and charcoal grey porcel-
ain tile floors. Most of the walls,
are a simple parchment white.

The furniture takes its in-
spiration from classic lines, but
doesn’t stop there. Louis XV-
style dining chairs set around
an extendable glass table, for in-
stance, are finished in distressed
driftwood and upholstered in a
bright yellow pattern for oomph.

Two bergère chairs, uphol-
stered in a white textured fab-
ric, extend the French aesthetic
to the living room. Pumpkin-
coloured and yellow accent
pillows uplift the subtle oyster
chenille sofa, and can easily be
changed up when the home-
owners want to switch their
colour palette around.
